All sessions – Register online at www.GsiLax.com.  This is the fastest and most secure way to register.  Or, you can contact us at 805-757-9383 or email us at greg@csaprepsports.com and we will send you an application via the US Mail to your home address.
PAYMENTS
Upon registering your son you will be required to pay a  non-refundable deposit of $100. The remaining balance must be paid in full by July 1, 2010.  All other payment options, including group or team discounts must be approved by the director of the camp.  Mail payments to:  “Global Sports Institute, 5716 Hempstead Drive, Agoura Hills, CA 91301 or follow the instructions on the website to pay by credit card.
REFUND/CANCELLATION POLICY

$275 of your camp tuition is non-refundable for any reason.  If injuries, sickness or circumstances make it impossible for you to attend our camp, we must be notified by  July 1, 2010 in order to issue a partial refund. If injuries, sickness or circumstances do not permit you to cancel prior to July 1, 2010 we will apply the entire fee towards a future camp and you will not be eligible for a partial refund.  Balances and deposits are transferable to siblings or family members ONLY!  Any requests submitted after July 1, 2010 will not be accepted and you will forfeit your tuition.  If you do not, or cannot, attend a future camp, you will not be eligible to receive a refund.
Refunds will not be addressed or sent out until after August 15, 2010.
INDIVIDUAL PLAYER CHECK IN / CHECK OUT
Residential campers will be required to check in on Monday between 12 noon and 1:00 PM.  Day campers will check in on Day 1 between 1:00 PM and 1:30 PM.  All parents are encouraged to stay for the PARENTS/PLAYER meeting at 1:30 PM.   At this meeting you will meet the staff and hear any last minute organizational updates for the camp. The first training session will take place at 3:00 PM on Monday and will end at 5:00 PM.  Day campers must be picked up at 5:00 PM on Monday and 4:00 PM on Tuesday and Wednesday.   Camp will conclude at 11:30 AM on Thursday with all Day campers checking out at 12 noon and all residential campers no later than 1:00 PM.

MEALS

All Day campers will receive lunch included in the fee they have paid on Tuesday and Wednesday of the camp.

There will be snacks available to purchase after 8:30 PM each evening.  Under no circumstances are parents or friends to provide additional food with the exception of bottled water.
ROOMMATE REQUESTS
There will be four campers to each suite.  Each player will have his own room and will be housed with others their own age.  Roommate requests are possible, however we cannot guarantee all requests will be honored.  Roommate requests must be made by all parties.  Every attempt will be made to honor your requests.  Changing rooms will not be permitted once the camp begins unless authorized by the Camp Director.
BEDDING OPTIONS

All campers are encouraged to bring their own sleeping bag.  The camp can provide (linen) sheets and blankets for an additional charge of $10 per set per week.  One set of linen should be sufficient for the duration of the camp.  One set includes a blanket, pillow, two sheets, pillowcase, towel and washcloth.
SECURITY and DISCIPLINE
All campers will be supervised during all organized activities, meetings and meals.  There will also be full time live-in supervisors in the dormitories and will be in charge of making sure all campers adhere to the rules and regulations of the camp and of the California State University at Channel Islands.  CSUCI is an open campus however they do have their own police department which patrols the university grounds on a 24 hour basis.  Campers will NOT be allowed to leave campus for any reason, with the exception of departing with their parent/guardian per mutual agreement or in the case of a family emergency.  Campers who do not follow the rules and regulations may be asked to leave the camp.  If any camper is asked to leave the camp due to disciplinary reasons they will do so at their own cost.

Campers will be allowed to bring money to camp to purchase snacks or camp souvenirs.  Campers will be allowed to check their money in to the dormitory supervisor the first day of camp who will distribute their money in the snack bar. If campers do not check their money in to the supervisor they do so at their own risk.  Money lost by a supervisor is guaranteed by the camp.
CAMP REVERSIBLES AND EQUIPMENT
All campers will be provided a reversible shirt with a number on it.  This number will be used in each session for the coaches to identify your son.  Each camper is responsible for his reversible.  Replacement reversibles will be available at a cost of $35 each.  All players are responsible for bring their own equipment
CAMP INSURANCE
The West Coast Lacrosse Showcase and the Global Sports Institute provide secondary accident/medical insurance only by the Global Sports Institute LLC.  Primary insurance is required by the camp to participate.
PHYSICALS

No physical examination is required. However, each camper must have a completed Medical parental consent form on file with the camp before participation will be allowed.  Note: Current tetanus is required.
TRANSPORTATION / HOTEL

There are two major airports located within 60 minutes (depending on the time of day) of Camarillo, California the location of the camp.  Burbank Airport and LAX Los Angeles International Airport are the most convenient but some flights can be accessed through Santa Barbara.  The Global Sports Institute does not provide transportation to the camp. There are numerous shuttle service companies but the following are the most popular:  www.primetimeshuttle.com and www.supershuttle.com.
For campers/parents who may need to arrive a day early we have arranged a special rate at the Marriott Courtyard in Camarillo.  Reservations should be made by individual attendees directly with Marriott reservations at 1 (800) 321-2211 or (805) 388-1020. Please ask for the West Coast Lacrosse Showcase rate. 
ELIGIBILITY
The camp includes programs for boys ages 14 to 18.  Campers who show an ability to be placed with older players during training will be given that opportunity.
COMMUNICATION DURING THE CAMP

Parents wishing to communicate with their child can do so via cell phone or email.  Campers will only be able to use their cell phones during their free time.  Campers will not be able to use their phone after curfew 10:00 PM or before breakfast at 8:00 AM. Lost cell phones are not the responsibility of the Global Sports Institute. Parents are NOT encouraged to contact their child during the camp except via email.  Campers will have access to computers to answer their email on a first come, first served basis. Other groups will have access to the same computers so campers might not be able to answer their emails each day.  Parents can also email us at info.gsi.lax@gmail.com or call us at 805-757-3000 if you have any questions or concerns. In case of emergencies you can contact the CSUCI campus police at 1805-437-8444.  Also, upon check in you will be given a card which has the conference services contact information in case you need to get a hold of Csuci staff.
Parents will be allowed to observe training sessions. All parents or observers will be required to stay on the outside of Potrero Field in the designated areas.  Parents or friends of the campers will not be allowed in the dormitories with the exception of check in and check out.  Under no circumstances are parents or friends to provide additional food with the exception of bottled water.  On Thursday all parents are encouraged to come observe the end of camp closing ceremonies at 11:00 AM.

Traveling North on the US 101 Ventura Freeway: 

· exit at the Pleasant Valley Road/Santa Rosa Road off-ramp from US 101 

· turn left onto Pleasant Valley Road (takes you across the freeway) and stay in the right-hand lane as you continue on Pleasant Valley Road 

· turn left onto SR 34 Lewis Road and continue until you see the CSU Channel Islands sign 

· turn left at University Drive and continue for approximately 2 miles (upon entering the campus, park in the appropriate area) 

Traveling South on US 101 Ventura Freeway: 

· exit at SR 34 Lewis Road from US 101 and stay in the middle lane of the off-ramp 

· turn left onto Ventura Blvd. 

· turn right onto Lewis Road 

· continue to go straight, going past Pleasant Valley Road, remain on Lewis Road (approximately 1 mile) until you see the CSU Channel Islands sign. 

· turn left at University Drive and continue for approximately 2 miles (upon entering the campus, park in the appropriate area) 

Traveling from the greater Los Angeles area you may also take the Pacific Coast Highway as follows: 

· take the 10 Santa Monica West Freeway and continue until the freeway ends in Santa Monica 

· at the end of the freeway, take Pacific Coast Highway 1 North to Oxnard (stay to the left) 

· exit PCH 1 at the Las Posas Road/USN Point Mugu off-ramp, at the stop sign make a right onto Las Posas Road 

· turn right onto Hueneme Road which will then turn into Lewis Road when you go up over the bridge 

· turn right at University Drive and continue for approximately 2 miles (upon entering the campus, park in the appropriate area)
